Webmasters Report

The Webmasters position is not an official
Committee position, but as usual Alex has
produced a report befitting his talent and interest
in the club and Lapidary generally. Ed.

*Internet Communication*

The club maintains an internet presence
to communicate and increase involvement
of our community in the art of lapidary
through our club. The club®"s webmaster
also assists our State and Federal peak
bodies administering their web services
in NSW and nationally.

In the past 12 months, the club has had
2,539 visitors to 1its own website,
looking at 6,836 pages at an average of
2.7 pages per visit and spending an
average of 2.5 minutes on our site. The
most popular page was our Home page
followed by News, which Tlists our
events, the links page and the Contact
page. There were 402 visits to our
Classes page and 384 to the Membership
page and our Galleries were also well
visited. In addition to people visiting
our website, our club now has 65 people
following 1its News through 1its new
Facebook site including 13 of our own
members. Feedback has indicated that
several new members found out about the
club through its web presence.

Our club also helps the state body, the
G&L Council of NSW, which had 6,228
visitors looking at 14,497 pages in the
same period. The most visited pages at a
state level were the Clubs Directory
4,506 views TfTollowed by the Events
Listing 3,790 views and the GEMKHANA
page. In addition, the Council now has
245 people fTollowing 1its Facebook site
on which events across NSW including the
annual GEMKHANA, are advertised.

Our club helps the national body AFLACA
with i1ts website. During the past year,
AFLACA®"s site received 3,354 visitors,
looking at 10,014 pages including 1,843
to the GEMBOREE page. High levels of
visits were also made to the national
Members directories, Competition
information and Gallery pages. The
followers of AFLACA nationally on
facebook grew rapidly this year after
the site was opened. There are now 286
people linked to this national site.
Both sites serve to provide Competition
information to competitors across
Australia and a comprehensive directory
and map of the locations of Lapidary
Clubs across Australia. The GEMBOREE is
advertised through both sites each year.



In conclusion, the Club has established
a strong public presence on the
internet, promoting the art of lapidary,
taught and practised through voluntary
lapidary clubs such as ours. We pride
ourselves on being a part of the
community Tabric. We hope the way our
events and our club locations across
Australia are advertised on the web,
will assist to maintain and grow
participation and enjoyment in Lapidary
clubs across Australia.

Mulbring Day Trip, Sunday 15™ July

The day began with a sunny outlook, the first leg
was to get to the Ourimbah Rest Area, which we
did by 9:04am to find that most of the party had
already arrived and where taking in the sun. John
W got a call that Tony T had car problems, battery
flat and would be up later. So we decided to head
off to Mulbring. We continued up the Newcastle
Freeway and took the Cessnock turnoff to get onto
Freemans Drive, past the Oaks road house
(remnants of its former self), skirted Mulbring and
stopped just past Wallis Creek to get the keys
from the owner. Mulbring is private property.

The convoy then continued towards Cessnock for
about a kilometre before turning into a side track,
through a locked gate. The cars continued about a
kilometre up the
dirt track to the
quarry. By the
time | got there,
(I had closed the
gates), well it
was on. All had
quickly collected
their buckets,
picks, geological hammers and started picking up
rocks in earnest. Now Mulbring quarry is a site
where any rock you pick up has an indent of some
fossil impressions. These are very abundant
throughout the Hunter Valley for Permian (250
million year old) plants and marine invertebrates.
Rock heaps in the centre of the quarry was a very
fertile area, the road and track had fossils
impressed in the bedrock, the quarry wall fossils

just waited to be exposed. The Siltstone is about
120-150m thick with the fossils in the top 10-15m
layer being weathered and eroded by its exposure.
The site that we entered was only 27% of the
quarry with the remainder in the adjacent private
property. Cessnock Council had used the quarry in
the past and had removed thousands of tonnes as
road base.

We should be very grateful to the owner for
allowing access to this site for educational
purposes. It had been trashed in the past by 4WD
bush bashing and off road bikes accelerating
erosion.

After two hours, the group of some 27 members
settled down to lunch around 12:30pm while some
die-hards continued their fossil search. With the
last rocks collected around 1:30pm. All got into
our cars and continued to our second site, an
abandoned railway cutting and tunnel. Fossils
were scarce, the bedrock was dense and heavy
with one or two fossils separated by about 750mm
across the rock face. The two shale lenses proved
mostly fruitless although one sandstone block
showed eleven wave ripple marks with a pitch
about 60mm between each crest across the
rockface. A number of photos were taken of the
abandoned railway tunnel. | collected some
specimens of the denser shale. When | got home, |
found one of the shale specimens had a leaf
imprint.

From here, we all said our farewells, some headed
to Cessnock, some to Hexham and others home.
The Club had 27 members attending, most of the
junior class with their parents attended. No car left

NUTS & BOLTS ABOUT MULBRING

Mulbring Quarry, Hunter Valley. This site
exposes the Mulbring siltsones, a type formation
that is known for its extremely fossiliferous
sediments. The fenestella beds in particular. Every
rock in this quarry has fossils in it. These include:
Brachiopods, Clams, Gastropods, Rare Trilobites,
crinoids, Bryazoa and rare solitary corals. The site
is the type locality for a rare trilobite (the last of
its kind before the permio-triassic extinction)
Mulbring Triobite: is Doublatia inflate with
semicircular cephalic outline (head), almost
circular main glabella lobe (face) and nine axial
rings(spine) and eight pleurae in the pygidium
(tail) when seen in the dorsal view.

Bow Wow Gorge is another extensive fossil site
nearby, best visited in spring time to see the
spring flowers as it is now a conservation area on
private property.

Freemans Drive Interchange (Cessnock side)
has a large quarry with fossilised tree trunks.

Bandages are probably the most important item
in a first aid kit.

Bandages play their part in that they :-

1 cover wounds to prevent infection,

9 can be used to minimize bleeding by the
application of pressure to a laceration or
penetration wound site,

' can bind a penetrating object in place to
prevent further injury or bleeding,
(removal of penetrating objects can cause
catastrophic bleeding as the penetrant
often YealsCamaged blood vessels when
in situ).

9 can immobilize fractures or splint limbs,
again to prevent further injury by
movement of the broken part,

I minimize pain, again by the prevention of
movement,

9 can be used to aid the elevation of injured

parts where necessary,

can form a sling or other support device,
can minimize the movement of toxins
from an extremity to the body core,

9 can be used to construct a litter or other
carrying device,

9 can be used as an impromptu signaling
device.

Consider the inclusion of a range of bandages in
your first aid kit.

Most usable sizes are 50, 75 and 100mm widths,
in gauze, crepe, self-adherent or stretch
materials, but add 150 mm if travelling further
afield.

Your local chemist can recommend bandages for
your kit, or consult a first aid guide or kit supplier.

Sterile bandages are best, but clean is certainly

better than nothing

This is an old style, easy to prepare recipe in the
style of the WnpossibleCXxreations where cake or
pastry WppearQuring the cooking process from a
mixture. This recipe is for 4 but can be easily
modified to suit 2 ¢ 8, just watch the cooking
times. Prep time is about 15 minutes. If you like
lemon flavour, this one is outstanding.

Lemon Delicious

Ingredients

3 eggs

% cup sugar

1 cup milk

1 tablespoon self-raising flour

1 tablespoon grated lemon rind

% cup lemon juice

1 tablespoon extra sugar

Method

1. Separate eggs

2. Beat egg yolks and sugar together in a small
mixer bowl till light and creamy

3. Add milk, lemon juice and rind, then fold |
sifted flour.

4. In a clean bowl, beat egg whites till soft peaks
form. Add extra sugar then beat until dissolved.
5. Fold into the lemon mixture then pour in a
greased casserole dish.

6. Stand the dish in a pan of cold water and bake
in a moderate oven for 50 ¢ 60 minutes.

7. Serve with cream or ice cream.

Note.

Standing the dish in cold water prevents the
custard from boiling, which would cause the
custard to curdle.
